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ANALITICAL ASSESSMENT OF THE INCIDENCE OF TUBERCULOSIS
AND OTHER RESPIRATORY DISEASES AND PAL STRATEGY
IMPLEMENTATION IN MOLDOVA

Summary

According to current estimates, high enough epidemiologic and socially significant potential for
tuberculosis (TB) and respiratory diseases is a problem that didn’t lose its relevance in the twenty-first century.
Thereby, WHO has recommended a new hands-on approach (strategy PAL) to provide pulmonology aid to
the population. Aim: to examine the epidemiological situation of TB and respiratory diseases in the Republic
of Moldova in 2012-2014. Material and Methods: Comparative analysis of statistics from the state reporting
forms. Results: By 2015, the burden of TB and respiratory diseases in the country remains high and it is
a serious concern, despite the progress in the implementation of global challenges. It has been established
that the identified significant differences in the intensity of the territorial-epidemiological situation of TB
were determined by a combination of medical and organizational, demographic and socio-economic factors.
Conclusion: Introduction and implementation of PAL strategy in the Republic of Moldova will achieve to
speed up the current pace of reducing morbidity and mortality from tuberculosis and lung disease.
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
